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STATEMENT OF PROCEDURE:

The smoking of cigarettes, cigars, pipes, etc. in the plant and associated buildings is restricted to designated areas.  This includes electronic cigarettes.
The purpose of this procedure is to outline the steps necessary to be taken if a Company employee or contractor desires to smoke while on the plant property.

The contents of this procedure meets all requirements of the Ineos 20 Principles for Behavioral Safety and Process Safety Management as detailed in SOSO I-A-01.06.

PROCEDURES:

1.
Smoking is restricted to areas shown in the attached diagram, Designated Plant Smoking Areas.  This restriction includes all Green Lake plant site buildings.  The areas shown as LOC 1, LOC 2 and LOC 3 (Smoking Areas) are the only locations where smoking is permitted on Company property.  Smoking is permitted in the three Smoking Areas 24 hours per day unless specifically prohibited due to extraordinary conditions.  

2.
Inside the fenced area of the plant (plant security perimeter) smoking materials (tobacco, pipes, etc.) must be kept in the smoking areas or maintained in the employee's lunch box.  They are permitted in no other location unless the employee is traveling to/from the Smoking Area(s).  Additional restrictions on handling of tobacco products, due to the possibility of contamination, are outlined in SOSO I-D-16.00 "Eating and Drinking in Plant".

3.
Matches/lighters are not permitted inside the plant security perimeter as stated in Plant Work Rules and Rules of Conduct. All matches/lighters must be left with the security guard before clearing the main (No. 1) or No. 2 security posts.  Lighting devices are provided for use in the Smoking Areas.
4.
Spitting Related to Tobacco Use:


Personnel shall refrain from spitting in trash cans, sinks or on grating.  Spitting must be done into re-sealable containers (i.e., soft drink bottle, etc). The container shall be tightly sealed when disposed of into the trash.  This is to prevent possible exposure to other personnel.
5.
Vape cigarettes should be treated as a lighter and therefore not allowed inside plant security perimeter.
