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STATEMENT OF PROCEDURE:

This procedure provides for a uniform standard method to handle clothing, including boots, belts, and other personal gear that has been contaminated with hazardous material.

Failure to follow sound safe practices can present a hazard to the person wearing the contaminated clothing and to any other personnel exposed to the clothing accidentally.

Note:  An incident report must be filed for any chemical exposure to personnel or articles of clothing.

The contents of this procedure meets all requirements of the Ineos 20 Principles for Behavioral Safety and Process Safety Management as detailed in SOSO I-A-01.06.

PROCEDURE:

A.
Hazardous Exposure - Personal - Clothing (Emergency)

1.
Follow the provision of SOSO I-F-6.00 immediately by going to the nearest safety shower.


2.
Seal all wet clothing in plastic bags (plastic bags are kept wherever respirators are installed) and deliver to the Safety Department.  Provide the Safety Department with the names of clothing owners.  The Safety Department will check the contaminated articles and make a determination if they can be cleaned.  Make sure leather products are bagged separately from clothing.

3.
The Safety Department will clean all articles that can be cleaned and safely reused (all leather articles will be disposed of properly by the Safety Department).


4.
Reusable items will be returned to the supervisor of the personnel involved.


5.
Clothing items considered not safe to reuse will be properly disposed of and the owner's supervisor notified.

B.
Hazardous Exposure - Personal - Clothing (Non-Emergency)


1.
Exposure to clothing or skin by some hazardous materials is not an emergency situation i.e., catalyst, polymer etc.  Proper decontamination however is still required.


2.
Prior to entry into an approved eating area or plant building not designated for decontamination you must:



a.
Remove any contaminated clothing and ready it for decontamination or properly dispose of it. Thoroughly wash exposed skin with soap and water to remove contaminants.



c.
If contaminated disposable clothing is being worn, remove and place in container marked "contaminated clothing".  A plastic drum should be used and it must be labeled "contaminated clothing".


3.
All clothing or footwear approved for use in the plant is allowed in eating areas as long as they are clean and not contaminated.  Obviously contaminated clothing or footwear is not allowed.  If you know your clothing has been exposed to contaminants, it is your obligation to see to it that they are removed prior to entry into any area not approved for contaminated clothing.
