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STATEMENT OF PROCEDURE:

To provide a procedure for plant personnel for safe operation of two or three wheeled bicycles on plant property.  
This procedure will apply to all personnel who ride a bicycle on Green Lake Complex property.
The contents of this procedure meets all requirements of the Ineos 20 Principles for Behavioral Safety and Process Safety Management as detailed in SOSO I-A-01.06.
PROCEDURE:

The following safe bicycle practices will be observed while riding a bicycle in the plant.

1.
Each work group will be responsible for keeping their bicycles in good repair at all times.

2.
Each bike will be assigned an individual identification tag/sticker.

3.
Ride only on improved surfaces (i.e. concrete or paved).  Do not ride on rock or gravel surfaces that are not designed for vehicle traffic.  Do not ride across hose, piping or other obstacles.  Do not ride through oily spots or muddy areas.  Do not ride on icy roads or in any inclement weather situations.

4.
Cyclist should always ride from a seated position.  The cyclist should never stand up on bicycle pedals.

5.
Normal vehicular traffic regulations must be observed.

6.
Each bike must be equipped with a basket.  Items being carried with the bike must fit into the basket and not interfere with the safe operation.  Do not overload. 
7.
Both hands must be on the handle bars at all times, except when signaling for turns.

8.
No modified or customized bikes will be allowed.

9.
Glassware will not be carried on bikes except in carriers specially designed for that purpose.

10.
Bikes are not to be ridden through buildings (i.e., Maintenance Shop).

11.
Bicycles are not to be ridden up or down steep slopes, specifically the entrance to the Raw Water Pond or the Hazardous Landfills.  At these locations bicycles must be parked safely in an area at the bottom of the ramp.

12.
Care should be given to riding through pipe alleys in regards to chains from chain operated valves.

13.
A light is required when using bicycles at night.  This can either be a flashlight tied off to the basket/handlebars of the bike, or a headlamp on the Cyclist.

INSPECTION AND REPAIR

All plant bicycles will be inspected each quarter by the work group the bike is assigned to.  After each bike has passed inspection, it will be marked with a color-coded tape or tie wrap.  This color code will be the same as other in plant tools.

Inspection Items include

· Check chain for alignment and proper tightness.

· Lube chain.

· Check chain guard for alignment.

· Check tires for bad spots and air pressure, replace if needed.

· Check wheel spokes. Adjust if needed.

· Inspect wheel bearing and lubricate.

· Inspect brakes, adjust or repair as needed.

· Inspect handlebars and hand grips. Adjust and repair or replace as needed.

· Inspect seat, adjust and replace as needed.

· Inspect pedals, adjust and replace as needed.

· Inspect fenders, adjust and replace as needed.

· Complete a general inspection of the complete bike, check for missing or loose bolts, missing reflective tape etc.

Each work group is responsible for repairs to their assigned bikes.  

Bikes will be purchased by the department who will use and own them with approval of the Leadership Team Member responsible for the area.  Personal bikes may be used on the plant provided they meet the requirements of this procedure.  INEOS is not responsible for damages incurred to or loss of personal bicycles.
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
